ABOUT THE COURSE  

This introductory-level university course introduces students to modern world history and 

geography. It provides an opportunity for students to learn and further develop foundational 

research and writing skills by incorporating practice into every class session. Early in the 

course, students select a country to study, then all research and writing activities are focused 

on that country. It utilizes the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals to help students 

explore their country and make connections to our modern world. The course utilizes openly 

licensed textbooks and publicly available materials as course materials. This survey course is 

intended for freshmen and sophomore-level students who are interested in exploring 

historical, political and social contexts beyond their own. Students will have ample 

opportunities to practice foundational skills including writing, research, source citation, 

critical thinking and public speaking. It was originally taught over 13 weeks as part of a 

Fulbright US Scholar grant in the International College at Tunghai University in Taichung 

Taiwan.
